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Dear Parents and Carers, 


Welcome back and may we wish you all a Happy New Year. Here is the curriculum information for this half term. 





Literacy – We will spend the first few weeks learning about information texts. The children will study the features of non-fiction texts and learn how to use a contents page, index and glossary. After this, we will be reading lots of different stories by the same author (Julia Donaldson). We will be looking at the similarities and differences between her stories, the characters she created and her style of writing. Following this, we will complete book reviews, before planning and writing our own stories.





Numeracy – In mental maths we will be focusing on learning double 11 to double 20, pairs of numbers which make 20 (13 + 7,   8 + 12), multiples of ten which make 100 (60 + 40,   10 + 90) and the 2, 5 and 10 times table. Regular practise of these at school and home really help the children with all areas of maths. We will also be continuing to learn about measuring, data handling (reading and drawing bar charts), shape (symmetry and making 2d and 3d models) and adding, subtracting and partitioning numbers. 





Art – This half term we will be creating art work linked to the Great Fire of London and also producing pieces in the style of various arts (Mondrian, Kandinsky and Jackson Pollock).  





Topic – Our topic this half term is a firm favourite with children – ‘The Great Fire of London’. The children will develop their sense of chronology and consider why the fire happened, its results and the different ways it is represented. They will be writing diary entries, letters and newspaper articles. In DT we will be learning about structures and making bridges. 





ICT – This half term we will be creating pictures using ICT. Children will learn to select and use simple tools (pen, brush, fill, and spray) in their mark making, and understand that work can be easily amended and refined. 





Music – Our topic ‘Pitch’ teaches the children to listen to a melody and decide whether it goes up or down in steps or leaps. They will learn how to play a simple tune on a glockenspiel and how to compose a tune and record it. 





PE – In PE we will be continuing with dance and gymnastics this half term. The children will be creating longer dances and in gymnastics they will be thinking about varying their pathways (zig zag, straight, curved etc).





RE – Our unit is entitled “Jesus is Special”. It looks at the remarkable things Jesus did which made him special. The children will be given the opportunity to read various bible stories which help us to see what Jesus was like. 





Science – This half term we will be learning about ‘Changing and Grouping Materials’. We will be looking at what happens to various materials when they are heated or cooled, sorting materials into natural and manufactured and investigating where in our school ice melts quickest!





SEAL – Our SEAL topic is called ‘Going for Goals’. It will focus on problems which we might face and teach children how to set realistic, achievable goals, as well as encouraging them to consider ways of reaching them.





Please could we ask you to check that your child’s clothing is named as we have an overflowing lost property box full of unnamed items!! As always, please feel free to pop in and have a look around the classroom or at the corridor and hall displays. It is full of children’s work which I know they are very proud of.
