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Here is an update of what the Turbo Tiger Moths are getting up to this half term!!  Our current topic is ‘Dinosaurs Ruled OK?!’  The children have become dinosaur detectives and, in pairs, are researching different dinosaurs.  They will then present their findings to the rest of the class using Powerpoint in ICT.
Last week, as part of the Art/DT curriculum, all of the children were involved in making a magnificent dinosaur using cardboard boxes and balloons!  If you would like to have a look it is on display in the hall and hopefully will feature in this week’s edition of the Barnsley Chronicle!  The children worked in small groups extremely well and loved every minute.  We did have a couple of mishaps, however, but nothing we couldn’t handle!!  Mentioning no names - one boy dipped his knee in the PVA glue and after he had continued kneeling on the floor working on sticking small bits of paper to the model, managed to create with his own personal collage on the front of his trousers. The sole of another boy’s pump was completely coated in PVA after he accidentally stepped back straight into his glue tray!  Oh yes, it was a brilliant day! We are thinking of doing it again this week!
In Literacy the children are focusing on story writing with our homemade dinosaur as main character.  We have looked at story settings, characters and how a story is organised.  At this point I would like to thank all the parents/carers who have supported the children with daily reading.  Approximately half of the class read to an adult at home on a daily basis and the benefit of this was evident in progress made last term not only in reading comprehension but also in the children’s writing too. 
Sessions in maths, will include work on mental maths and solving problems involving multiplication, division, time, mass and measurements. We also aim to work on 3D shape and data handling related to our topic. 
PE will be gymnastics with Mrs King on Tuesdays.  I will be teaching music and movement this half term and hope to explore with the children how different dinosaurs might have moved and behaved.  They will work in small groups and work on a dance based on the dinosaurs they are studying.
In music we will explore cyclic patterns including rhythm and pulse.

Baking with Mrs Fenton on Monday afternoons will continue.  The children have been grouped and will take turns to bake throughout the rest of the year. Many thanks for your £1 contributions towards the cost of ingredients.
